Driving your APC backwards makes it much easier to steer. You get the same topspeed (I think)
and turns don't phase out like they do when you drive them forward. When you stop turning while
driving backwards, you immediately start going straight. If you stop  turning while going forwards,
you still turn a little more in that direction before you go straight. Driving backwards is also easier
than driving forward (in APC's) in lag.
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
